On 18 February 2004 members of the 14th CAV Association presented the Wilbur K. Ross Awards to 1-14 CAV and 2-14 CAV at the 2-14 CAV Headquarters.  The 14th CAV Association will also give the same award the other active Squadrons of the 14th CAV.  Wilbur K. Ross was a member of the 14th Cavalry who received the Medal of Honor for his courageous fighting during WWII.  The award will be presented to the top Trooper in each Squadron each year, the criteria for which will be determined by the CSMs and 1SGs in each Squadron.  Due to 1-14 CAV’s current deployment to Iraq in support of Operation Enduring Freedom, our Squadron’s criteria have not yet been determined, but we hope to name our first Wilbur K. Ross Award winner at the end of 2004.
