Army ROTC is a good deal for anybody.  It’s even better for veterans like you.  You can apply what you’ve learned to new skills developed in ROTC.

Put quite simply, Army ROTC is a college course that teaches you invaluable leadership and management skills.  Skills that can help you rise above your peers in a military or professional career.  And because it's a college elective course, ROTC won’t interfere with other college studies or activities.

ROTC is traditionally a four-year program which is divided into two parts:  a Basic Course and an Advanced Course.  The Basic Course is normally taken in your freshman and sophomore years.  The Advanced Course, during the final two years of college, includes a paid six-week Advance Camp that takes place during the summer between your junior and senior years.

Your prior military experience could fulfill credit requirements for the ROTC Basic Course.  This means that, if credit is granted and provided you are not on a three-year ROTC scholarship, you can skip the freshmen and sophomore years of ROTC and enroll directly in the Advance Course.

In the ROTC Advanced Course, you’ll have the chance to further develop your leadership, organizational and management skills – all qualities essential to a future Army Officer.  Your instruction will go beyond the classroom to help you gain practical experience.  Experience that will serve you well in the military and in your civilian career.

At Advanced Camp, you’ll have the chance to put into practice the principles, theories and decision-making you learned in the classroom.  You’ll plan and execute tactical missions, and you’ll shoulder a lot of responsibility as you are given the opportunity to serve in leadership positions.  At the end of six weeks, you’ll leave Advanced Camp with increased confidence in your ability to serve as a leader.

ROTC SCHOLARSHIP

The Army ROTC scholarship benefit package provides tuition, fees and a book allowance.  Four, three and two-year scholarships are available.

STIPEND

All scholarship cadets and cadets enrolled in the advanced course (juniors and seniors) are entitled to a stipend (subsistence allowance).  The subsistence allowance typically begins on the first day of school.  This stipend increases annually as the cadet progresses through military science.

THE SIMULTANEOUS MEMBERSHIP PROGRAM (SMP)

You may be able to take advantage of the SMP program that allows you to participate in ROTC and enlist in the Army National Guard or Army Reserve at the same time.

The intent of SMP is to increase officer accessions into the Reserve Components by increasing ROTC enrollment from enlisted members who are attending college.  Veterans that choose to enlist in the Army National Guard or U.S. Army Reserve can opt for this program.  SMP can provide you:

· An opportunity to gain both a commission as a Second Lieutenant and a college degree.

· Hands-on management and leadership training.

· An ROTC stipend as a contracted ROTC cadet plus E-5 drill pay as a serving Guardsmen or Reservist.

· Annual Training and ROTC Advanced Camp pay.

· Montgomery GI Bill and tuition waiver.

· An opportunity to win a 2-year Reserve Forces Duty (RFD) scholarship.

· An opportunity for volunteer training in Airborne, Air Assault, Northern or Mountain Warfare Training.
