The descriptions in this section apply to fields that appear on all forms.

AAR                                       After Action Review. Conducting a review on how well a planned operation was executed based on how 

well or poorly the action went.

A&I                                        Advertising and information.

ACT                                       American College Test

APR                                       Annual Program Review. An annual meeting that takes place where the brigade & regional commanders 

and directors headed by the Commanding General discuss results in mission, manning, scholarships, and schools that need assistance and other pending issues that need to be addressed.

BRO                                       Brigade Recruiting Officer

Camera Ready                      Your selected artwork, text or logo that is ready to be photographed for making into a plated for 

printing/reproduction.

                                                This will require a very clean and sharp black & white image. You can normally obtain logos from your 

school’s media/ graphics/athletics’ department. 

Campaign:                            The associated activity group that you would like for your advertisement to be enter under.

CAP                                       Commanders Assistance Program.  The CAP program assist those battalions that need special support in 

order to meet their mission before a command decision is made to take terminal actions.

Exception Order                  A special placed order that was not placed/included in your trimester order before the window closed.  

This requires a very special approval process that must go through the proper channels before reaching HQCC procedure 

(Five) 5 Year Plan                The basic planning matrix to project your mission goals.  It is required as Annex A to the MAP.  The 5 

Year Plan is used to assign and adjudicate the battalion MS1/MS2 enrollment goals and the MS3 contract mission for the next school year.

HQCC                                    “Headquarters Cadet Command”

Imprint Area                        The specified area on the selected item that you can place your  personal localization information in.

Imprint Color(s)                  The selected color that you will submit to have your localized information printed in on the selected item.  

Your choice of color is sometimes limited in the drop down window on some items that you might order.  Otherwise it will be your school’s designated PMS color(s).

Indicia                                    A printed design on mail such as bulk mail or business reply mail to indicate that postage has been paid.  

This normally goes in the upper right of the mailing item.

Item Color:                            The color of the item that you are ordering.  In some cases this could be a combination of colors.

LAPS                                      “Local Advertising Purchasing Systems”.  LAPS is a web base system that allows you access to place 

orders over the internet

Localization                          Your personalized information that you would like to have imprinted on your ordered item.  This could 

be your school’s name, logo, phone numbers, website, e-mail etc…

MALO                                   Military Academy Liaison Officer 

MAP                                       “Marketing Action Plan”.  This is your five or one year projection on how you plan to utilize your 

marketing dollars on advertising campaigns and PPI orders.  In doing this, you provide yourself an action plan to help support your mission efforts.  

NACPS                                  National Advertising Contract Payment System

NRPIs                                    National Recruiting Publicity Items – brochures, flyers, direct-mail and other collateral.

OOP                                       Out of Pocket expenses

PNE                                        Partnership in Nursing Education - This program established "partnerships" with a number of nursing 

schools affiliated with Army ROTC. They guarantee progression of qualified Army ROTC nurse cadets into the clinical nursing classes. 

Students who receive four-year and three-year nursing scholarships must use them at one of the colleges or universities designated as PNE programs. While most two-year scholarship winners attend PNE schools, some two-year scholarships are available at other ROTC-affiliated colleges and universities. 

PPI                                          “Personalized Presentation Items” or specialty items such as T-shirts, cups, pencils, caps and other 3-

dimensional items.

PMS                                       "Pantone Matching System".  Colors that are designated by numbers or name that are commonly used in 

the printing industry to match colors consistently.

PMS                                       Professor of Military Science

PSA                                        Public service announcement

QUEST                                  Query Utilization and Exchange of Student Tracking Center. The QUEST Center serves as Cadet 

Command’s centralized source to contact and track national leads.

RAS                                       Region Account Supervisor

RDO                                       Region Desk Officer

ROO                                      Recruiting Operations Officer

RPI                                         Recruiting Publicity Items – brochures, flyers, direct-mail and other collateral that you would utilized on 

a local and regional basis.

ROTC                                    Reserve Officers’ Training Corps

ROTCR                                 Reserve Officers’ Training Corps Region

SAT                                        Scholastic aptitude test

Ship to Address                   The final destination that you would like the placed order to arrive at.

SROTC                                 Senior Reserve Officers’ Training Corps 

Tag Line                                A short line of copy to be printed in a designated area on your advertising item.

Trimester                             A term used for three separate periods within Cadet Commands fiscal year calendar system.  There’re 1st, 

2nd, and 3rd trimesters.
