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DENTAL CARE FOR RESERVE COMPONENT PERSONNEL


ON ACTIVE DUTY TRAINING AT FORT LEWIS AND


MADIGAN ARMY MEDICAL CENTER

1.  PURPOSE: To establish procedures and present current information on dental care for Reserve Component (RC) Personnel.

2.  REFERENCES: AR 40-3

3.  GENERAL: Routine dental care is authorized to Reserve Component Personnel during their period of active duty training at Fort Lewis and Madigan Army Medical Center.

4.  POLICIES:

a.  Clinic Chiefs/NCOICs are advised of the following operating and administrative policies:

(1) RC personnel, as with active duty personnel, do not qualify for any priority of routine care.  Emergency care remains as the only priority care for all personnel, active or RC.

(2) RC personnel must receive an examination, be instructed in dental hygiene procedures, receive a dental hygiene and cleaning appointment and demonstrate the capability and desire to maintain an optimum level of oral hygiene prior to receiving an appointment for routine dental care.

(3) Appointments for oral hygiene and for routine care at Fort Lewis dental clinics is presently about three weeks in advance of the date on which the appointment is made.

b.  RC personnel will seek dental care information at the dental clinic servicing their unit of assignment for training.
