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UNIT URINALYSIS TESTING

1. PURPOSE: To establish the procedures used by U.S. Army DENTAC - Fort Lewis for Army Substance Abuse Program (ASAP) testing of assigned personnel.  Testing of unit personnel will be conducted in a random manner on a weekly basis.  Mandatory unit testing (100 % unit sweeps) will be conducted on a periodic basis as determined by the DENTAC Commander and in coordination with the ASAP Office Fort Lewis.  If there is probable cause to suspect drug abuse, command directed testing of soldiers remains at the discretion of the unit commander. 

2.   REFERENCES:

     a.  AR 600-85 dated 21 Oct 88, Alcohol and Drug Abuse Prevention and Control Program (ADAPCP). 

     b.  Fort Lewis Regulation 600-4 dated 27 Apr 89 with changes - Administrative Inspections.

     c.  Fort Lewis Regulation 600-7 dated 1 Oct 93, with changes - SUBJECT: Command Alcohol and Drug Abuse Prevention Program.

     d.  1st Corps Memorandum dated 13 Aug 93- SUBJECT: Urinalysis Testing.

3.  SCOPE: This procedure applies to all members of this command located at Fort Lewis, Washington.  Personnel located at downrange sites will be tested in coordination with local units.   

 4.  PROCEDURES:

     a. ADCOs/UADCs - Will meet the administrative requirements as listed in the references above.  They will be appointed on orders by the commander.

     b.  Urinalysis Testing:

          (1) The ADCO will keep a current alpha roster and develop an index card for each individual assigned to the unit.
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          (2)  Individuals will be selected at random by selection of an index card.   IAW the references above, the unit quota should not exceed 4% of the unit strength unless prior coordination is made with ASAP Fort Lewis.  The day of the week for testing will be rotated, this should ensure that the testing day will vary weekly.  

          (3) The cards will be shuffled as a deck by the ADCO and a disinterested person will select a card.  The ADCO will notify the individuals NCOIC as to their selection and location of the testing. The notification process will be accomplished the morning of the testing, preferably by 0700.  If the selected individual(s), on a weekly random basis, is (are) not available due to an excused absence, they will be tested on the next random test day.

NOTE: All newly assigned personnel will be tested within the first 48 hours of arrival (i.e. off TDY, Leave) to the DENTAC.  The NCOIC of the new personnel will make contact with the ADCO as to their duty status.

          (4) Upon decision of the DENTAC Commander in regards to a 100% unit sweep, DENTAC soldiers will be alerted that morning via the telephone alert roster.  All soldiers will report to a predetermined location in duty uniform and with identification card (ID) on person.  Soldiers failing to bring ID card, may be vouched-for by a fellow soldier, but must bring in their ID Card immediately upon being released from the Urinalysis site for data verification.  Soldiers not reporting to the site, for various legitimate reasons, will be tested on their next duty day.  The ADCO will check the attendance roster and verify with the NCOIC for accuracy.

          (5) TEST SITE.  The ADCO(s) and observers (male and female) will ready the necessary supplies in a timely fashion, thus minimizing the overall waiting time.

          (6) HANDLING SPECIMEN/DISINFECTION PROCEDURES

               (a) The observer and UADC will wear gloves when handling urine specimen at all times.

    (b) Work area table or desk will be disinfected before and after use.

                (c) If a spill occurs the area will be disinfected, remainder of specimen will be thrown in the toilet and the bottle will be crushed and thrown in trash.

          (7) EQUIPMENT AND SUPPLIES ON SITE. All pertinent regulations referencing the Alcohol and Drug Abuse Prevention and Control Program:

          (8) URINALYSIS COLLECTION.  Per FL Reg 600-7

               (a)  Specimen bottle will be filled a minimum of 45 ml. If unable to provide this amount the contaminated bottle will be crushed,  disposed in the trash and  the whole process restarted.

               (b)  Individuals who cannot urinate within a prescribed time limit will not be allowed to depart from duty until they provide a valid sample.

               (c)  If any tampering is observed  the observer/UADC will stop the  collection process, secure the specimen and escort the soldier to the unit commander immediately.

          (9) COLLECTION TURN-IN/ OVERNIGHT STORAGE.  The UADC(s), who have conducted the test, will turn in all specimens and appropriate paperwork to Room C 214, Bldg 2015-B.   In the event urine specimens are not turned in to ADAPCP office the same day, the specimens will be stored overnight in a reasonably secure container (security safe, chain cabinet) with only the UADC having access to the specimens.
