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ARMY SPONSORSHIP PROGRAM





1.  	PURPOSE:  This memorandum establishes guidelines for sponsors to follow in providing information and assistance to newly assigned personnel.





2.	REFERENCE:  AR 612-10





3.	RESPONSIBILITIES:  Upon notification of a forthcoming assignment, a sponsor will be appointed in writing by the DENTAC Commander for all officers or the First Sergeant for all enlisted personnel.





	a.  A welcome letter will be sent to the newly assigned individual from the Commander.





	b.  The sponsor will prepare a letter to the person he/she is sponsoring within a week of being appointed sponsor.  A copy will be forwarded to headquarters for enclosure in the individual’s local file. 





	c.  Upon the soldier's arrival, the sponsor will assist the newly assigned soldier with all in-processing requirements.  The sponsor should assist the newly assigned soldier with a general orientation of the Fort Lewis/Tacoma area.  The soldier should be made aware of all facilities available to him/her and their family.

	d.	Upon completion of in processing, the sponsor will bring the newly-assigned soldier to the DENTAC Headquarters for confirmation of duty assignment and in-briefing by the First Sergeant.  At this time, an appointment will be scheduled to meet with the DENTAC Commander.  All enlisted newcomers will attend the monthly Newcomer’s Orientation; officers are encouraged to attend but is not mandatory.
