MEMORANDUM FOR Clinic OIC’s and NCOIC’s
SUBJECT:  Designation of Mission Essential and Critical Personnel for Severe Weather Conditions
1.  Reference:  Installation Emergency Management Plan, dtd 14 Jan 97.
2.  The following personnel are designated as MISSION ESSENTIAL:

One military dental officer for each dental clinic who resides on post

One military dental assistant for each dental clinic who resides on post
     a.  MISSION ESSENTIAL personnel will be designated in writing for each dental clinic.  The OIC of each clinic is allowed to rotate the duty among the military staff of their dental clinic who live on post.  The OIC of each clinic is responsible to ensure their clinic is covered for duty.  In the event of Operational Curtailment Code One, MISSION ESSENTIAL personnel may drive or walk to their designated clinic.  While they are expected to report at the start (0700) of the normal duty day, caution should be exercised when driving or walking on ice/slick roads and limited visibility.
     b.  In the event of an early release of personnel due to severe weather (Operational Curtailment Code One), the designated MISSION ESSENTIAL personnel will report to their respective clinics and will remain until the end (1630) of the normal duty day, unless relieved by the DENTAC Commander or his representative.
3.  The following personnel are designated as CRITICAL:

One military dental officer for the Hospital Dental Clinic who resides on post

One military dental assistant for the Hospital Dental Clinic who resides on post
     a.  CRITICAL personnel will be designated in writing.  The OIC of the Hospital Dental Clinic is allowed to rotate the duty among the military staff of the Hospital Dental Clinic who live on post.  The OIC is responsible to ensure the clinic is covered for duty.  CRITICAL Personnel will replace the duty of the Dental Officer of the Day (DOD) and Charge of Quarters (CQ) under Operational Curtailment Codes One and Two.  The Hospital Dental Clinic MISSION ESSENTIAL and CRITICAL personnel may be the same individuals.
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     b.  In the event of an early release of personnel due to severe weather (Operational Curtailment Code One or Two), the designated CRITICAL personnel will relieve the duties of the incoming DOD and CQ, and will remain until the next duty day.  The OIC of the Hospital Dental Clinic is responsible to ensure the clinic is covered for duty.
     c.  In the event that severe weather (Operational Curtailment Code One or Two) occurs while the DOD and CQ are already on duty, the DOD and CQ will remain on duty until the next change of duty.  At that point the designated CRITICAL personnel will relieve them.  CRITICAL personnel will remain on duty unless properly relieved by the OIC of the Hospital Dental Clinic, DENTAC Commander, or his designated representative.
