MEMORANDUM FOR ALL FORT LEWIS DENTAC PERSONNEL

SUBJECT:  Extremist Organizations/Violence

1.  Recently, media reports of soldiers being linked to groups or ideologies that advocate hate 

and violence toward one segment or another of our society have received national attention.  As soldiers we are duty bound to uphold the Constitution of the United States and policies of the Army.

2.  Although not prohibited by Army policy, passive activities in organizations, which espouse supremacist causes; attempt to create illegal discrimination based on race, color, gender, religion or national origin; or advocate the use of force or violence, are strongly discouraged as incompatible with military service.  Active participation in such groups is prohibited.

3.  There is no place in our organization for extremist views about the worth of any person or 

group.  Positive adverse actions will be taken against soldiers who are identified as members of extremist groups or who engage in extremist group activities.  These actions include, but are not limited to, counseling, removal of security clearance, involuntary separation and UCMJ action.
