MEMORANDUM FOR All FORT LEWIS DENTAC PERSONNEL

SUBJECT:  Severe Weather Plan

1.  The Fort Lewis Dental Activity will follow the I Corps and Fort Lewis Installation Emergency Management Plan, dated 14 Jan 97, during Severe Weather Conditions.

2.  CRITICAL and MISSION ESSENTIAL personnel will be designated in writing by each clinic OIC.  The duties may be rotated at the discretion of the OIC.  However, it is the OIC’s responsibility to ensure that his/her clinic is covered.

3.  During non-duty hours, soldiers and civilian employees should monitor one of the following television or radio stations for announcement of curtailment operations on Fort Lewis.

The Operational Curtailment Codes and Responses are:


Code One:  Only Critical and Mission Essential personnel are required to report for and/or remain on duty.


Code Two:  Only Critical personnel are required to report for and/or remain on duty.
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4.  The primary notification method is via the telephone using the “chain of command”; secondary is via the news media, i.e. television, radio.  However, under many circumstances primary notification from the installation may not occur, and consequently the chain of command is not notified.  Therefore, employees are to presume, unless otherwise notified (by the chain of command or the media), that DENTAC activities will be open each regular workday regardless of weather or other emergency conditions.  If a question still persists, use your alert roster to contact your supervisor, dental clinic, or the DENTAC Headquarters for clarification.

5.  On occasion, however, emergency situations may arise which prevent some employees from reporting to work.  During such situations, excused absences will be granted only during general emergencies which affect the entire installation.  With the exception of excusals for brief periods of tardiness (one hour or less), excused absences will not be granted unless installation activities are curtailed in accordance with the I Corps and Fort Lewis Installation Emergency Management Plan.  If operations are curtailed, eligible non-CRITICAL/non-MISSION ESSENTIAL personnel may be granted excused absences in accordance with FL Reg 690-23.
