SUBJECT:  Reenlistment Incentive Program

1.  The challenge of being and remaining a soldier in the U.S. Army becomes greater and greater with every passing day.  Are you up to the challenge?  For some the decision is simple; for others, it will be one of the toughest decisions they will make.

2.  For those willing to accept that challenge, not only do they get to remain a part of this elite organization, they also get some incentives:

a.    A four-day pass, not to be taken in conjunction with a federal holiday.

c.   One day off (must be same day as reenlistment).

3.  The Department of the Army may also provide bonuses or choice assignments for reenlisting.  To qualify for these opportunities, you must see your Retention NCO before, or as soon as your reenlistment window opens.

4.  These incentives also apply to those who extend under the BEAR Program, and to those who enlist/transfer into the Reserve Component Troop Program and join the Reserves or National Guard.
