MEMORANDUM FOR SEE DISTRIBUTION

SUBJECT:  Exemption to Hazardous Material (HM) Reporting  for Cleaning Supplies

1.  Cleaning supplies on the Approved Janitorial Cleaning Supply List (Encl 1) in quantities listed are exempt from the quarterly HM Inventory reporting requirement as described in FL 200-1. IMPAC Credit Cards are authorized for purchase of cleaning supplies matching the criteria on the Approved List.   This exemption does not apply to organizations whose mission is to perform janitorial services and does not remove the organizations’ responsibility to meet the requirements of OSHA 1910.1200 and FL 385-5. Documentation as required by the IMPAC Credit Card Program must be completed.  Material Safety Data Sheets may be required under OSHA 1910.1200 and FL 385-5.

2.  Executive Order (EO) 12856, “Federal Compliance with Right-to-Know Laws and Pollution Prevention Requirements,” requires Fort Lewis to comply with the Emergency Planning and Community Right to Know Act, also known as EPCRA.  EPCRA requires facilities to document, notify, and report information on hazardous chemicals. 

3. Fort Lewis has established, under AR 200-1, FL 200-1, and AR 710-2, a mechanism to collect data through quarterly HM Inventories (HFL Inventory Form 953) which is used to comply with EPCRA.  Cleaning supplies that meet the specific restrictions as described in the Janitorial Cleaning Supply List are exempt from EPCRA reporting. 

4. Additions to the Janitorial Cleaning Supply List  are made by completing the request form (Encl. 2) which will be evaluated for necessity, chemical composition, hazards, unit of measurement, and availability of an appropriate substitute.  Requesters will be notified of approval/denial within 10 working days.
