M2.3.  Price (Factor 2).  Price will be evaluated using various price analysis techniques and procedures IAW FAR 15.404-1(b), including, but not limited to, comparison of proposed prices received in response to the solicitation with the prices of other offerors and comparison to the Independent Government Estimate (IGE) and consideration of the following three (3) criteria:
M.2.3.1.  Total Price.  The total price is the sum of the prices for all the CLINs of the solicitation for the base period and all option periods.
M.2.3.2.  Reasonableness.  A price is reasonable if, in its nature or amount, it does not exceed what would be incurred by an ordinarily prudent person in the conduct of normal competitive business.
M.2.3.3.  Balance of Offer.  The offer is balanced if the price is properly distributed throughout the life of the contract by base and option periods.
M.3.  Past Performance (Factor 3).  The offeror shall provide a minimum of three (3) of the most relevant projects for similar type of work that is currently on going and/or been completed within the last three (3) years.  For each project, provide:  Project Title and Location; Dollar Value; Period of Performance; Brief Description of Work Performed, and Point of Contact (include name, complete address, telephone number and fax number).  The Government will assess past performance on contracts of similar nature, size, scope, and complexity utilizing a comparable number of personnel with like skills.  If the offeror does not submit past performance information deemed relevant, any and all past performance submitted may be considered.  The Government will evaluate past performance based on references submitted as well as other information which may be available to the Government.  See provision L.3.4, above.  Past performance will result in an overall risk rating as defined in the table below.  This risk assessment represents the Government evaluation team’s judgment of the probability of an offeror successfully accomplishing the proposed effort based on the offeror’s demonstrated past performance.  Lack of similar experience may not disqualify an offeror but may increase performance risk.
Past Performance will be evaluated using the following color ratings:

	Based on the offeror's performance record essentially no doubt exists that the offeror will successfully perform the required effort.  Little or no Government oversight is expected to be required for the contractor to achieve the proposed level of performance.
