 POOL REGULATIONS

Swimming Pool Operations

1. Bands are required to use the pool. Bands are issued at the front desk.

2. Lifeguards are responsible for the safety of the patrons and government property. Patrons must follow staff directions to insure safe environment for all.

3. Please walk at all times while on deck.

4. NO DIVING in the shallow end.

5. Food and beverages must be consumed in designated seating area. Glass is NOT ALLOWED.

6. Patrons may not use the swimming pool with opened or bandaged wounds.

Rules for Diving Board and Slide

1. Only one person at a time allowed on the diving board or platform

2. Only one bounce on the diving board is allowed. 

3. Please do not sit on diving board or platform.

4. Swim to the nearest ladder.

5. Patrons may dive or swim in deep end if there is no one using the diving board or platform.

6. Slide: Lying down on back, feet first only.

Rules for Open/Lap Swimming

1. Children must be at least 6 months old.

2. Children under the age of 16 must pass the swim test to use the deep end.

3. Swim Test: Tread water for 0:30 seconds and then swim 30 meters without stopping or touching the bottom.

4. A non-swimmer is anyone who cannot pass the swim test. 

5. Non-swimmers under 4 feet 2 inches must be accompanied by an adult or guardian (16years of age or older). The adult or guardian must be in the pool within an arm’s reach.

6. A swimmer under 4 feet 2 inches must have an adult or guardian in the pool area.

7. Lap lanes are available for patrons 16years of age and older and swim team members. Swim team members must provide USS card.
